BAR CONDITIONS

The Village Hall is licensed for the sale of intoxicating liquors.

Under the terms of the Licensing Act:

1. Children under the age of 14 may not enter the bar area.

2. Persons under the age of 18 may not purchase, consume (or have purchased for their consumption) any intoxicating liquor.

3. The Bar Staff will require proof of Age / Identity of persons before selling intoxicating liquor.

4. No intoxicating liquor may be brought into or consumed within the Village Hall. However, we do permit you to bring in bottles for a ‘welcoming drink’ and if you are having a meal, wine for the table only. This must be arranged with the bar staff prior to the event, bottles must be place in the bar and you will be charged corkage of £10 per bottle.
 liquor purchased at the Village Hall must be consumed within the Hall, or (with

      agreement of the Bar Staff) within the immediate grounds of the Hall.

5. The Bar's permitted Licensing Hours are:

Monday to Saturday inclusive:   10 am. to 11 pm.

Sundays:  12 noon to 3 pm. and 7 pm. to 10.30 pm.

The Bar will close at least half an hour before the end of the period of Hire subject to the over-riding effect of the "permitted hours".

18 or 21 YEAR-OLD PARTIES AND WEDDINGS

1) In the light of previous experience;

IT IS ESSENTIAL THAT A MINIMUM OF 2 'NAMED' RESPONSIBLE ADULTS (21 OR OVER) MUST BE ON DUTY THROUGHOUT THE HIRE PERIOD.  THESE ADULTS MUST BE RESPONSIBLE FOR CONTROLLING ADMISSION AND EXIT OF GUESTS AND FOR THE SAFETY AND BEHAVIOURAL CONTROL INSIDE AND AROUND THE HALL THROUGHOUT THE EVENT.       HAS BEEN REPAIRED.
